Enjoying physical exercise, trying to
stay fit and healthy, physical achieve-
ment, sporting competition, recreation
and reduction of stress, making social
contacts, extreme experiences, sport
as a reflection of society’s norms and
values, recent technological develop-
ments in sport, the increasing individu-
alization of sport, the commerciali-
zation and professionalization of sport –
all these ideas and many more come to
the mind of a teacher planning a series
of lessons on the subject of sport.
This, too, was our dilemma while pre-
paring this current edition of Englisch
betrifft uns. Forced to make a choice
we decided to focus our attention pri-
marily on recent trends in the field of
sport (e.g. the increasing importance

the object of discussion in Great Britain

Roy Keane, Eamon Dunphy: Keane.
The Autobiography (London: Michael
Joseph, 2002)
The autobiography of the Manchester
United football star Roy Keane. Keane
and his book have been the subject of
a heated public discussion in England
because the Irish international admit-
ted intentionally and vindictively foul-
ing the Norwegian Alf Inge Haaland in
a match in April 2001. Haaland was
not able to play football for months.

Joyce Carol Oates: On Boxing (Lon-
don: Pan Books, 1988)
In this book the famous novelist, who
has been fascinated by boxing and
boxers ever since her father took her to
see boxing fights as a youngster, tells
of various episodes revolving around
this debatable sport, thereby trying to
explain the romance of the sport as
well as the rough end of boxing where
men have met their death in the ring.
She explores boxing in literature and in
the movies, the links with racism and
the violent streets which have been the
recruiting ground for generations of
professional boxers.

Gary Lineker’s Favourite Football
Stories (London: MacMillan, 1998)
Gary Lineker, one of the world’s most
acclaimed football players and now a
successful TV presenter in England,
presents in his book a selection of foot-
ball stories for children, e.g. The hat-
trick hero’s mysterious secret, The
magic football sticker that made
dreams come true, The goal-scoring
dog who beat the cheats.

Bend It Like Beckham (directed by
Gurinder Chadha, 2002)
The film is about Jess Bhamra, a young
girl preparing for her final school exam-
inations. To her parents’ disapproval
she enjoys playing football in the park
with men. When she is invited to train
with a local women’s team, she fits in
well and her skills blossom. Her par-
ents, however, want their daughter to
be a proper Indian girl and get married
like her sister. Apart from the topic of
football the film also broaches intercul-
tural aspects as well as the topic of
gender roles.
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
